OST 10
The basic model uses 80 or 112 mm
paper rolls and is the only printer of
this type to give users a choice of roll
width.
Compact dimensions and an attractive
design make the OST 10 an ideal tool
for a full range of applications. Paper
loading couldn’t be easier: the user
simply inserts the new roll, closes the
cover and the printer aligns the paper
in the right position under the
printhead. For normal operations, the
OST 10 prints at a speed of 135
mm/sec on the 112 mm paper roll (42
lines per second).
The printer is equipped with a full
selection of drivers: Win 95/98/2000
and NT, and, as from November, OPOS.
It also provides special drivers for
personalised logos, font management
and A4 management of 112 mm rolls.
The basic model features a 230400 bps
serial interface (or parallel interface on
the OST 10P).
If required, it can be configured with
other inter faces such as RS485,
RS422 or USB. Substitution is a
straightforward operation, which can
be easily per formed on the user site.
The 112 mm automatic tear-bar is a
standard feature on all models.
The OST 10 uses an external power
supply.

OST 10 F AND OST 10 DR F
These models have been designed to
comply with general tax laws (in Italy
and in countries with similar regulations).
They are equipped with a fiscal
memory, and a locked, lead sealed
cover. As “open” models, they support
future changes in tax laws.
The proprietar y operating system
configuration is based on ATI
NUCLEUS and allows independent
stand-alone cash points to be set up
using the versions equipped with a
paper or electronic journal. In this
case, a network of independent cash
points directly managed by a single PC
can be implemented (linked to one or
more OST 10s).
For users moving from a traditional to
a fiscal cash register environment,
connection and management of
peripherals is simple.
The main advantage of NUCLEUS
ROTOS software (Real Time Operating
System) is that it supports development
of personalised PC-based applications
(for example, to comply with local tax
regulations and requirements governing
individual retail sectors). The system
can therefore be independently upgraded
for the maximum flexibility in updates
and revisions.

OST 10 DR
Few products are as competitive as the
OST 10 DR: it provides the same high
speed and easy loading as the basic
model, and a serial interface, or parallel
on the DR P version.
The key feature of the OST 10 DR is
the dual printer station.
One roll is used to print receipts, the
second for the journal.
The receipt roll is 70 mm wide with a
diameter of 80 mm, while the journal
roll is 38 mm wide with a diameter of 60
mm; the printer is also equipped with a
feed function for easy management of
the journal roll. Like the basic model, it
uses an external power supply. The
OST 10 DR is equipped with an ESC
function for POS emulation.
If users do not require a journal printout,
the OST 10 can be configured for other
needs: for example, as an electronic
journal for storage of fiscal or other
data (in the internal memory or in an
extractable Compact Flash Eprom
memory). The paper or electronic
journal function is also useful for
non-fiscal markets, to help retailers
keep track of cash register operations,
monitor sales trends over a cer tain
period of time or check all sales activities.
